Transcriber’s Notes in Italics.  

First relative on my father’s side that I have any record of was a Captain George Curwen.  I’m not entirely sure of the spelling.  It could be Curren.  He was born in 1610 in England – came to the U.S. and settled in Salem, Mass., in 1633.  There is a 1638 right under 1633.  Lived to be 75 yrs.  My father was of English descent.  He was born in Wisconsin & moved to Huron, S.D., when he was a young man in 1863 – of course before S.D. was a state.  


Story – 


He moved to SD in 1883, where he started his own business – the carriage business (before cars).  After automobiles were invented or built & as time went on, the business involved into the automobile industry, and later turned into truck bodies, where they produced custom designed sleeper busses for some of the well known bands of that day – L. Welk.  


Don’t know too much about my ancestry on my Mother’s Kate Jenkins Wilson side – she was of English descent.  Her grandparents’ name was Mead, & her parents’ name was Jenkins, which of course, are of Scottish background.  


Her father was a teacher & in small communities didn’t always have money for both teacher & minister – so he would substitute lay-minister.
